paper. Then you can divide the piece into
layers, providing enough overlap between
each to allow for shaping your blank on the
lathe. Once you have it on paper, then you
can figure the diameter of each ring, how
many pieces you want to form each ring, any
particular patterns, etc. Then the math comes
in. Some simple formulas tell you how big
each individual piece needs to be.

Pieces can be cut on a good miter box, or a
table saw with either a quality miter gauge,
or a purpose built sled. Once you cut all the
pieces, each needs to get lightly sanded to get
rid of the tooling marks and to ensure a tight
fit. Each ring gets glued together. Once dry,
they are lightly sanded and stacked and
glued. Hambone connected to the leg

Depending on the size and shape of the
blank, you can turn it half at a time and then
glue to two halves together. This would be
especially useful if you are making a vessel
with a small opening.

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Safety First

AnSome fire

After spending twenty five years in the fire ser-
vice, | am probably a little more fire prevention con-

science than the average person. Especially after see- do make a mess with the powder. Sm

ing first hand the devastation even a small fire can
bring.

Depending on how you equip and take care of
your shop, it can easily be a fire in waiting. There are
tons of combustibles, that if ignited, would create
quite a fire. So first things first. The obvious and easi-

est thing to remedy is to clean your shop as you use it

each day. Sweep up the chips and either take them
outside for disposal, of if you are going to store them
inside the shop, a metal trash can with a lid would be
appropriate.

If you have incandescent lights attached to your
lathe like a lot of us do, Keep them clean. Chips can
collect between the bulb and the metal shield around
it. If you happen to have a larger bulb than what is
recommended for that fixture, it can easily get hot
enough to ignite the chips. Probably a good place for
a curly fluorescent bulb.

The other thing that goes without saying is a no
smoking policy in the shop area. Too easy for an er-
rant cigarette ash to start something burning.

Do you have a fire extinguisher in your shop, and
if not, why not? If you happen to start a fire while
you are in your shop, what would you do? There are
three basic types of extinguishers to consider. The
first is a dry chemical, which is rated for class A, B,
and C type fires. See chart below.

So as you can see, no one extin-
guisher is the best at everything. A
combination of two or three of the ba
sic types would cover about any situz
tion in your shop. | would say if noth-
ing else, at least pick up a dry chemical unit and
hang it in your shop where it is in plain view and
easy to get at. They should be checked from time
to time to make sure they are fully charged. Also
it is a good idea to take them off the wall once a
year and give them a good shake to make sure the
powder doesndt get cakec
Two more items for shop safety. Dispose of all
rags that you used for finishing properly. If they
are used with a petroleum based product, either
set them outside where they can completely dry
out after getting rained on once or twice, or put
them in an approved metal can with a spring
loaded lid made for rag disposal. The other thing |
recommend is to unplug your machinery when
you are done with it. If you were to get a light-
ning strike, it will zap anything plugged in.
Take a look at your shop and see what you
need to do to clean it up and prevent any fires.
Better than wishing you
too late.
